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“BORDER & KANDI AREA DEVELOPMENT BOARD” - GUIDELINES

The State Government has constituted “Border & Kandi Area
Development Board” to ensure holistic development of Border and Kandi Area, to
raise the level of Socio-economic infrastructure development and spread literacy in
Border and Kandi Area Districts. Notification regarding Constitution of “Border &
Kandi Area Development Board” has been issued vide letter dated 31-07-2019.

1)Background:
i) Border Area

Punjab has a 553 Km long international border with Pakistan. The totad
border area of the state is 7014.19 Sq. kms (zpproximately). Total population of 6
border districts (21 border blocks) as per 2011 census is 2674643, At the time of
partition, the three border districts of the undivided Punjab (now six), mamely
Amritsar, Gurdaspur, Ferozepuer, Tamn Taran, Fzzilka and Pathankot were the most
prosperous as they enjoyed better soil fertility and unigation facilities. However, with
the passage of time, these border districts have remaimed devoid of mainsuream
development activities on account of its strategic location, hostle conditons with
neighbouring Pakistan, cross border terrorism, prublems of smugpling, crime and
insurgency elc.
ii) Kandi Area

Kandi Area is the sub-mountain area which constitutes 11.24% of the
total area of the State comprising of Shivalik foothills. It extends from Dera Basy
Block in SAS Nagar District to pant of Rupasgar, SBS Nager, HosLiwrpur and
Pathankot Districts of the State. A total of 1414 villsges of the stated five districts full
under Kandi Area of the State. The bipgest issue is lack of industnalisation and

consequent unemployment.
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2) Objective:

The main objective of the Board would be upliftment of Border &
Kandi area by creation of new economic and social infrastructure, The Board would
20 a long way in attempting to address the problems of this region in a comprehensive
manner. The provision of facilities and oppartunities would help integrate the border
& kandi areas with the hinterland, create a positive perception and encourage people

to stay in these areas, leading to safc and secure life.
3) Coverage:
i) Border Area

Six border districts namely Amritsar, Ferozepur, Pathankot, Gurdaspur,
Tam Taran and Fazilka will be covered. The scheme will cover ail the villages
located within the 3-30 Km distance from the International Border (IB). For the
purpose of calculation of distance, the strategic line aerial distance (Crow-fly

distance) of the village/habitation from the 13 will be treated.as zero point.
ii) Kandi Area

Following areas of five Districts namely SAS Nagar, Roopnagar, SBS

Nagar, Hoshiarpur and Pathankot will be covered.

a) The area comprised between (i) the Chandigarh - Patha.nicot road after it
enters the Pathankot community development block from Himachal
Pradesh and till it meets the boundary of the Dhar Kalan block, (ii) the
boundary west wards of the Dhar Kalan block till it meets U.B.D.C; (iii)
the U.B.D.C till it meets the boundary of the Patlw.nicot community
development block and (iv) the boundary of the Pathankot
community/block between U.B.D.C and the Chandigarh-Pathankot Road.

b)  Besides, all the areas lying on the right side of Ambala-Chandigarh
Road(as we come from Ambala) iind all the areas on the left side of this

road and included in the Dera Bassi Community Development Block.
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4, Criteria for Allocation to Districts:

The funds available under the schemes PM-14 “Special package for
Border Area” and PM 21 “Kandi Area Development Board” shall be allocated to the

districts as per following criteria:-
i) Border Area

) Length of the International Border(20% weightage);
(ii) Population of the Border District(60% weightage);

(i)  Area of the Border District(20% weightage).
ii) Kandi Area
() Population of the Kandi District(50% weightage);

(ii) Area of the Kandi District(50% weighiage).
The district-wise break-up of the Border & Kandi Area allocation for

the financial year 2009-20 calculated on the basis of above criteria is enclosed at
Annexure I & II respectively.

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6. Selection of Schemes/Projects:

a) While preparing the proposals, it may be censured that the objective of
overall balanced development of the region is taken care of by plugging
the critical gaps and taking into account the other resources available with
the state government for developmental activities in border & kandi areas;

b)  The schemes should be of non-recurring nature and for the purpose such as
provision of visible service support facilities and for benefit of general
public;

c) The works/projects should be proposed as per the illustrative list
enclosed(Annexure III). However, it may be noted that this list is
indicative and not exhaustive;

d)  There should be no overlapping of works/projects approved under the
programme with other centrally sponsored schemes for which central
assistance is being provided separately/State Government schemes
implemented in the State;

e) It should not include any recurring expenditure such as on staff,

- Consumable articles, purchase of vehicles and maintenance of official
buildings;

f) Works relating to commercial organisations, private institutions, voluntary
organisations and religious organisations would not be permissible.

8)  Projects will be approved by the District Planning Committee concerned.
Till such time as the District Planning Committees are constituted, the
projects will be approved by the Deputy Commissioner concerned in

consultation of concerned MPs/MLAs as per laid down guidelines;
7. Implementation of Projects/Works:

The District Planning Committees/Deputy Commissioners have to
